Introduction: the historic signification of the discourse (logos) comes from the period of Plato
and Aristotle and in modern time the scientific thesis of Nietzsche, Michel Foucault, Norman
Fairclough, Ernest Laclau kat Chantal Mouffe offer new analytical instrument in social
researches. In particular the constructivist model proposed by Foucault concerning the “verbs’
rules as autonomous objects of speech” which through their signification enable the social
construction of concepts, allow subjects to establish historical purposes through the production
of objects, statements, concepts and strategies. We also use the communicative language
model of Jurgen Habermas who argued the emancipatory form of critical thinking thus uniting
the theoretical concept of empowerment with a more critical research dimension. Habermas
was also one of those who strongly believed that the intelligentsia must "speak with the voice
of the excluded”. The researching material refers to Lofous, a village in Florinas’ area where
the informants in our research, elders and old women are bilingual. We focus on their speech
as a discourse in order to find references to linguistic, ideological and cultural stereotypes about
everyday life and the clashing issues in the local history. We choose thematic analysis in open
interviews, conducted in field research in 2012-2013. The informants were asked to talk about
the memories and the history of their place and without interrupting the flow of speech the
following topics had been identified: war, exile, immigration, traditions and beliefs, monuments
and place names, the usage of language in oral level. Results: All the informants define dialect
as 'local’, 'ours’, 'our language' and pay particular attention to the propaganda role of the state,
police and army: ".. Greece never loved us .. | met elderly people who never spoke Greek ".
However they note that since 1980 they haven’t received abuse and state intervention. This
research also shows interest in the history of place-names with emphasis on changes of their
significations. The aim of this survey is to update, to crosscheck, verify and possibly to refute
the historic publications comparatively to the specific oral testimony.

In this study, we present a critical discourse analysis to the contents of a section of the textbook
of History of the 5th grade in Primary Education. The selected chapters (13-16 of the third (C)
section) are included in the student’s school book and they are chosen because of their deep
political hue and individual political messages emerging in symbolic or declaratory field. The
researching historic interest is focused on the main frame transition from the Roman to the
Byzantine world, with references to the social, juridical-legal, economic, cultural and political
structures. The constructed narrative shows off the presentation of the Byzantine Emperor. The
main objective is to understand and study the epistemological potential of a marxistic proposal
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posed as an open issue: a) What is the subject in the process of teaching history? b) What we
each in history class (content), to whom we address (configuration personal characteristics),
why, who pose the questions and why? Thus, we suggest three possible methods: a) qualitative
content analysis -and particularly critical discourse analysis - of textbooks, b) a review of
education policy, c) a pedagogic composition through critical dialectical analysis in order to
comprehend the marxistic historicity which seems to be hiding.

The introduction of Information and Communication Technology (ICT) in Greek primary
education appears to be carried out in the midst of a general uncertainty, mainly on the part
of the teachers, who will have to cope with a new teaching tool and a new teaching philosophy
that very few of them have learned to apply. The aim of this study was to elucidate the
perceptions and the attitudes of Greek teachers towards the use of ICT, and to explore the
potential of the integration of the new technologies in public primary education. The sample
consisted of 951 male and female primary school teachers from all over the country. The results
reveal that although the majority of the respondents believes that ICT is a useful tool for
teaching and learning, and generally agrees with its exploitation in schools, it appears that they
are not yet fully convinced about the advisability of the immediate introduction of new
technologies in primary education.

Our research aim was to explore how Greek primary school students understand the March
25th national anniversary. We attempted to elucidate students’ potential nationalistic
attitudes and perceptions, their attitudes towards the ‘national enemy’, the Turks, and their
evaluations concerning the relevant school celebrations. The sample consisted of 67 essays of
12 years old students attending Greek public primary schools located in Western Macedonia,
Greece. The content analysis of children’s essays reveals that the students of Greek public
schools have been socialized within a framework of national and religious symbolisms, which
impose a national and religious devoutness.

The social stratification, that is the unequal configurations of peoples' social level, has been
crucial for the science of sociology. Especially in Greece, where the phenomenon of social
diversity is far from intense, based on hereditary qualities or structured classes recognized by
law, the issue of social class groupings, which compose the Greek society, is the focus of the
relevant discussions. The degree the children assimilate the attitudes and perceptions of class
is of a special interest. Based on the previous statements, the present research attempts to
obtain evidence of the stereotyped views of Greek pupils aged between 11 and 12 years, about
the social class characteristics and occupations. The purpose of the research is to confirm the
degree of assimilation of the notions mentioned before. The research was conducted in Primary
State schools of Florina and Athens and 99 pupils participated in it. They were asked to
describe, the traits matching the following occupations: teacher, farmer, worker, manufacturer
and housekeeper. Accordingly, they were asked to justify their choice of the particular
descriptions. The results revealed that the children of the specific age have already developed
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perceptions about the abovementioned occupations and social class characteristics. The
majority of those perceptions are stereotyped, precocious ideological engravings.

At the era of Globalization every national and cultural heritage is of great scientific interest.
This research is aiming to record and examine the aspects and the perceptions of young Greek
people, such as the university students, about their national and cultural heritage. We used a
5 grade, likert scale which is divided into two major groups of statements. The first one is
related with the “national self” and the “national other” and the second one is related with the
“Greek national identity and heritage” and the “others’ national identity and heritage”. The
outcomes of the AFC statistical analysis showed that the students have developed a great
account of the Greek history, civilization and cultural heritage. In respect to this they expressed
xenophobic and racist opinions about the national and cultural “other”. We argue that the
Greek educational system has played the greatest role on cultivating attitudes and perceptions
like those mentioned above.

The issue of the correlation between infants’ language or communicational skills and their
social background, is of great interest. The continuous enrichment of children experiences
allows them to develop a strong connection between oral and written language. A lot of
researches, published both in English and in French, have shown off that the level of family
literacy is strongly correlated to the development of children language skills. The aim of the
research is to investigate the level of phonemic awareness of Greek infants, aged 4-6 years old,
growing in different family environments. It is focused on the correlation of the level of the
family ’s literacy (use of P/C, frequency of newspapers and books reading, frequency of buying
books — both for children and adults, teaching letter sounds and letters to children) and the
infants’ scores in tests concerning phonological skills. The results showed off that the level of
the family literacy is significantly differentiated to the phonological skills of the children.

As the term “education for sustainable development” is not yet widespread in use in Greece,
the term “environmental education” still dominates. In general, in Greek higher education, little
emphasis is put on “education for sustainability”, even in those departments aimed at providing
future educators with initial professional training. Therefore, it is very important to identify and
discuss current (and perhaps future) trends in respect of future teachers' views of
environmental education and education for sustainable development so that the curricula of
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pedagogical departments can be modified accordingly. In order to achieve this we conducted
a research with the use of a questionnaire. The conclusions of this study have shown that
university students have not only realized the importance of environmental education in
primary education but have also been sensitized to the environment and the issues involved in
this. Attending practical courses on the environment seems to help towards this sensitivity.
However, an attempt should be made to develop education for sustainability through an
interdisciplinary approach, as universities bear a great responsibility in developing people's
interest in the environment by training them to assess the impact of, and find solutions to
environmental problems, and by producing well-trained professionals who will promote and
support sustainable development.

Similes, beyond their value in literacy, most of the times are pure and clear social
reconstructions that are used to declare social properties. Their use in speech and their social
function comes from the very nature of language as a social product and as a tool of social
communication and organization. They are used in everyday speech in order to enrich it in a
technical and a semantic level. The similes that make use of animals in order to describe human
characteristics offer an interesting field for interdisciplinary research with sociological and
biological approaches. Their analysis can reveal the arbitrary and stereotypic attribution of
“human” characteristics to the animal kingdom. In order to find out more about similes and
the way animals are used in them we gathered from the Greek literature and the Greek
language textbooks of Elementary School 342 similes referring to animals. Next, we made a
qualitative and quantitative content analysis of the 342 similes. The results of the analysis show
that in general people attribute to animals false and mostly human properties creating either
stereotypic negative or positive images for some animal species. Therefore, school contributes
to the creation of artificial fears, stereotypic conceptions and perceptions of nature. These fears
do not allow people to have a better quality of life coming in closer relationship with nature
and especially with animals and they also assign an anthropocentric view of nature.

In international bibliography, the issue of children’s political socialisation is often linked to what
is called political education and culture, which takes place both within school and in the
children's wider social environment. This study concerns how pre-school children in Greece
perceive politics within the field of cultural studies, which is a combination of history, sociology
and the social history of art. The methodology used is based on investigating how pre-school
age children express themselves artistically through painting although guided intervention
based on given topics. The infants' painting production should not only be seen as a way of
expressing themselves artistically, or even as an indication of their emotional development, but
also as rich material with cognitive content.

The ideological treatment of Human Sciences and the "narcissist" perception of the Greek state
constitute the specific features of the Greek social and political system. School, as a
fundamental social institution and a dominant ideological state mechanism, is engaged both
as an establishment and as a network of practices and special methods in order to serve
national goals. Curricula, textbooks, teaching methods, school management, parades and
festivities are mechanisms employed by schools in order to attain "national" goals. In the
present study, we aim at discussing Greek teachers' viewpoints about the role of national
celebrations. More specifically, the study is based on the written answers to questions-
statements of a Likert's five grade given by 433 primary school teachers during the academic
year 2003-04. The corpus of data was analyzed on the basis of Factor Analysis, which enables
the understanding of the response patterns of the social subjects-teachers and facilitates the
identification of the variables that distinguish each factor and contribute to its development.
The results indicated the predominance of ethnocentric attitudes and the necessity of
organizing national celebrations. Only a few ideological variances were observed.

People and especially children form more or less stable attitudes towards objects, persons or
social conditions. Attitude is often affected by external stimuli, that is, information transformed
into knowledge, categories and intellectual shapes and most of the social attitudes are
stereotyped and dependent by the bipolar scheme “me” and the “other”. That is the way people
classify social surroundings according to the characteristics they assume they have in contrast
to their own characteristics. Aim of this research is to investigate the ways of thinking as also
the expressions that Greek children use to describe people of other nations. Greek children are
asked to describe people with specific national or racial characteristics. In order to analyze their
responses we used the AFC method (Analyse Factorielle des Correspondance) and the CAH
method (Classification Ascendente Hierarchique). The analysis of the data revealed that Greek
children have formulated certain attitudes towards other nationalities or races, which have
been formulated by their relationship to Greece in a political, cultural or social level. Certain
racial or cultural characteristics were considered as negative or positive according to the
coincidence or antithesis according to Greek cultural or racial characteristics.

School libraries have been subjected to legislative reforms since the establishment of the Greek
State. Occasionally, but not regularly, there have been plenty of relevant statutes, which were
adjusted to the existing curricula and reflected the current trend in the educational system.
Significantly, it is worth investigating whether statutes have ultimately carried out the various
governments' stated intents. Needless to say, school libraries have never been considered as
an essential component of an educational system, have been seriously suffering from a
shortage of equipment and well-designed rooms, as well as from insufficient funding for book
supplies. Finally, teachers themselves are frequently unaware of the role and the services that
school libraries are able and have to offer in a modern school. Even nowadays, daily educational
procedures can be accomplished without school libraries. In Greece, there has been an attempt
to re-examine the operation of school libraries, both in theoretical and practical terms. In the
present study, there is a discussion on the relevant statutes concerning school libraries, their
operation, as well as any shortages and problems involved. In addition, the study includes a
discussion of how school libraries are run in three European countries. There is also a survey
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based on 100 texts written by Elementary school teachers about the operation, role and utility
of school libraries. The survey involves 7 thematic categories, which virtually encapsulate an
ideal format of organizing and running school libraries, and convey the views stated by the
teachers participating in the specific research. The respondents described an ideal library,
which is totally irrelevant to the picture of contemporary libraries in Greece.

On a daily basis, pupils work with books, which they are forced to read and, less frequently,
with books, which they choose themselves. Nonetheless, it seems to be a commonplace to
accept that children read books as a result of the hard - more or less - pressure exerted on them
by their parents and school. In this respect, and as far as children are concerned, books seem
to be an object through which school and family oppression is transformed into coercion. Thus,
the object that accumulates the knowledge, emotions and beauty of the human life and spirit
is converted into an instrument of oppression, which children find hard to love and harder to
engage in a constructive conversation with. The present paper investigates children's relation
to books as objects, that is the attitudes that children have developed towards the specific
object-symbol and the consequences ensuing from using and working with books. The basic
research tools used were a questionnaire, interviews and discourse analysis of written texts
(pupils' essays). The research demonstrated that pupils know scarcely little or little about books
as objects and about their function, and also that their attitudes are fairly positive, but not the
appropriate ones. In conclusion, it is worth pointing out that most of the research hypotheses
were verified.

This paper is a report on a study of the practice of reading to young children in 1115 families
in Greece. The outcome of the study shows that families from high socio-economic (HSES)
backgrounds buy and read children’s books to their pre-schoolers significantly more than
families from low socio-economic (LSES) backgrounds do. HSES families use children’s
literature, aesthetic reading and they talk to their children during story reading sessions
significantly more than LSES families do. This variability depicted in the sample may reflect the
Greeks’ reading behavior and is related to the linguistic development, the school achievement
and the enthusiasm that Greek children show in reading.

The present study involves 112 stories, which were recorded by 112 families and which were
chosen and told by parents to preschool children in one-to-one settings. The stories were
familiar to the parents and children involved and there was no suggestion made concerning the
way it had to be told. It was noticed that, as far as preschool children are concerned, parents
used mostly entertaining stories (folktales - modern tales) and that the way the stories were
told was relevant to the parents' educational status. Parents of a lower educational status used
narration (telling) for popular fairy tales, whereas parents of a higher educational status
preferred boisterous narration. During storytelling, there was parent or children intervention,
concerning the content of the story. Parent intervention in the categories considered as high-
level abstraction, that is, bridging, elaboration and predicting, was limited; however, in cases
of parents with a higher educational level, intervention was more frequent than in cases that
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the intervention was made by low educated parents. A highest percentage was observed in the
intervention categories that are considered as low-level abstraction, that is, children's
feedback, asking for label, intervention for drawing attention and clarifying. In particular, as
regards feedback (by praising, confirming or correcting intervention), it was demonstrated that
it was a category with the highest percentage of parent intervention, irrespective of the way
the story was told and the adults' educational status. It is, thus, established that for Greek
family’s story telling is a child centered activity, which meets the entertainment needs of a child,
but implicitly enhances a child's linguistic progress.

Nowadays research has demonstrated that Greek people, and, in particular,
students have presented a kind of political apathy. The present paper aims at highlighting
Greek students' views, perceptions and attitudes concerning the political system and the
political structures and institutions that contribute to the formation of the political culture in
Greece. The results indicate that students contradict political leadership, by soundly scorning
those involved in politics, considering them accountable for the current profile of politics; in
addition, they strongly question the function of the political institutions, in general, as well as
any ideological morph associated with political action.

In terms of syntagmatic relations, national identity is based
on three fundamental aspects, that is, the long glorious Greek past, orthodoxy and the
continuity of the Greek nation. Nowadays, after about fifteen years after the influx of economic
immigrants had started and as a consequence of fervent academic debates about the Greek
national identity and historiography, the concept of homeland seems to acquire a different
dimension, devoid of the strong emotional weight of the past.

The role of Greece in the Balkans has been a rather ambiguous but extremely interesting issue
for both Greek and European diplomacy for more than 15 years, since the fall of the communist
regimes in Eastern Europe. The present paper is a research investigating the views of 300 Greek
university students concerning the role of Greece in the Balkan Peninsula. It also discusses such
issues as the Greek national identity and how it is perceived by the specific research subjects,
given that the Greek national identity is considered to be crucial for the role that Greece should
play in the Balkans. The corpus of data is comprised of 301 texts produced by 228 Greek
university students, randomly chosen, but evenly distributed in Greek university courses. Of the
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total number of the statements, 18% highlight that the role of Greece is “leading” or even
“domineering” over the specific region without, however, giving any further clarifications,
whereas in 22.5% of the statements the subjects underline the economic role of Greece in the
Balkans, and suggest ways of further enhancing it. In addition, 12.5% of the respondents
emphasize the political role that Greece is called to play in the wider area, either “as a bright
model of democracy” or by means of signing “bilateral or other kinds of agreements”, with a
view to promoting its political interests. Furthermore, 11% of the subjects highlight the concept
of “cultural imperialism”, justifying the view endorsed in the present study that there is a
standing conviction prevailing in the national conscience of the Greeks concerning the Greek
“cultural supremacy” over the rest of the Balkan populations. Furthermore, 8.4% of the
statements are related to the role that Greece should play as a member-state of the E.U., by
exploiting this advantageous position as well as supporting the rest of the Balkan countries
integration in International Organizations. Finally, 20.4% of the respondents state that Greece
is called to play a stabilizing role in the Balkans, either in terms of economy or politics with 7.4%
stating that there is a relationship of unconditional equality and solidarity among the Balkan
countries.

The new education reform, carried out in the 1998 — 2000, introduced for the first time into the
history of Greek education a corpus of curricula which included: i) clearly stated teaching
principles and goals for every subject, ii) the contents of subjects divided into units, iii) the
objectives that have to be fulfilled in every teaching unit in relation to the subject aims, and
finally iv) the methods and the means which are necessary in order to attain the desired
objectives. This corpus is called the “unified framework of curricula” and constitutes an attempt
to induce a new perspective about the construction of knowledge by broadening the orientation
of the teaching material and by avoiding overlapping or sterile recycling. Today, after two years
of implementation of the new Language Curriculum in public preschool education, we try to
elucidate the opinions, the perceptions and the attitudes of Greek preschool teachers towards
the curriculum and to explore the potential of its induction in public preschool education. Our
research tool was a questionnaire consisting of 56 items. The sample consisted of 250 nursery
teachers. The research findings showed that nursery teachers adapted satisfactorily to the new
Language Curriculum and they did not face any particular problems during its implementation.
Moreover, teachers produced appropriate teaching activities based on the directives of the
Greek Pedagogical Institute and they seem to understand fully the linguistic prerequisites,
which are necessary for the implementation of the new Language Curriculum.

Pikatsou, Raitsou, Voulpix and Ash are the new virtual idols of young children — the heirs of
Mickey and Donald — the latest achievement of hero and idol industry, the new consuming
product, which is targeted at the largest but weakest group of consumers, the children.
Nowadays, comics or cartoon heroes seem to comprise a new domineering force over children's
thoughts, dreams, language and life. As a result, Pokemons have been depicted as one of the
latest and most common discussion topics among parents, educators, children and advertisers.
The purpose of this piece of research was to elucidate a part of this discussion. Thus, we asked
from 7 preschool teachers, 12 infants and 5 parents to talk about Pokemons, using semi-
structured interview as a research tool. In addition, we observed children's behavior during
their play in 4 preschool classes. The analysis of the observation data showed that when
playing, children imitate accurately the acts and the speech of Pokemons characters. They
become violent and they repeat cliché phrases, which are used very often in the Pokemons TV
programme. The interview analysis showed that children have an almost pathologic
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admiration for Pokemons, “trainers” and their action. Teachers and parents report violent
behaviors and accurate imitations as results of children’s obsession with Pokemons.

Within this context we may seek the anonymous and known
hagiographers who produced the illustrations and the audience, those recipients who shaped
positions, resistance and revolt. In other words, we are seeking the conditions for the peaceful
and cross-cultural co-existence of the Christian Balkan peoples, who were shaped through the,
rebellious, folk model of the 19th and 20th centuries within the context of a local, indigenous
culture. The example of the Neo-martyrs in the general area of Thrace constitutes a wealth of
historical material since the origins, roots, trades and social activities of these mainly
anonymous people reveal hitherto unknown sides to peoples' history of the 19th and 20th
centuries.

The research attempts to elucidate the students’ perceptions about and
attitudes towards the different semantic description of the specific terms in History as well as
everyday life. The sample consists of 138 written texts produced by students attending Greek
Universities. The content analysis of the texts under research reveals the stereotypical
confusion about the historical, topological and cultural meaning of the terms in a Eurocentric
view. The semiotic analysis highlights specific choice and use of notions and paradigms about
the states that belong in the West-East. The results of the analysis demonstrate that national
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history teaching as well as the discourse of the media construct stereotypical perceptions about
people and life in the West-East.

So, in order to prove our thesis we are
going to challenge the military, cultural and economic sovereignty of the modern nation-state.
The sovereign nation-state is unlikely to remain the main source of political authority in the
future. The form of the sovereign state is already challenged by new forms of authority and
community which transform the inherited divide between the national and the international,
and it will be replaced by forms of political life which does not care about this distinction and
what was once followed by it.

Since the inception of nations,
national leaders have embraced and adopted national symbols using them to create bonds,
motivate patriotic action, and honour the efforts of citizen and legitimate formal authority. We
try to analyze the influence of Greek national symbols according to the perceptions of the
students in the Greek university using content analysis. The sample of research constitutes 120
students’ answers, which were drawn up on the subject: What are the national symbols? The
subject was analyzed in basic categories that were specialised in subclasses with the help of
data that resulted. Limiting the sample does not allow the generalisation and the export of
conclusions; however it can constitute a base of discussion and further research on the
determination of national/European identities. The elements of analysis of texts of students
showed that the students wrote freely 120 texts with 1045 reports. In a Table are presented
the categories of reports and their rate of appearance. From the total of 1045 statements, the
(50%) percentage concerns in the thematic category relative with the ideological use of
symbols.

National anthems transfer a message that is purposively, meticulously constructed, with
leaders of national governments consciously selecting its elements. In this paper the content
and the “hidden” meanings of 18 national hymns (Russia, Argentina, Austria, Mexico, Canada,
Greece, Cuba, Bulgaria, Germany, F.Y.R.O.M., U.K., Serbia, Romania, Albania, Australia, U.S.A.,
France and Belgium) will be analysed. An attempt will be made to investigate the nationalistic,
propagandistic and sometimes the chauvinistic elements they include. The content analysis
method we will be employed to identify the constituents, that unite individuals under the same
flag, oath, anthem, and so on. These encompass a general feeling of belonging to a specific
community and using forms which already existed in the nation.

Computers were introduced in Greek kindergartens of our country with the new curricula for
kindergarten (Inter-disciplinary Integrated Framework of Study Programs OFFICIAL JOURNAL
OF THE HELLENIC REPUBLIC (376°t.B/18-10-2001, article 6) in order to contribute to the
spherical growth of children and to extend their learning. In other words it is intended that the
computer will increase the interests and the motives for learning, to encourage active learning,
to strengthen the dynamics of visualisation, the importance of feedback, the possibility of
monitoring and the possibility of connecting the school activities with extra curricula activities
in order to strengthen the social and cultural dimension of kindergarten. Nevertheless
technology cannot in itself, bring the sought after change in preschool education. Kindergarten
teachers are the key for the successful use of computers in kindergarten. However, while
kindergarten teachers in certain countries approve of the introduction and use of computers
and believe that education with computers is developmentally suitable for small children, in
other countries the attitude of kindergarten teachers towards computers is rather negative.
This negative attitude of kindergarten teachers relates to their knowledge of computers and
how often they use them or is it related to cultural factors and the prevailing educational
philosophies? These questions led us to attempt to investigate the opinions of kindergarten
teachers in Thessaloniki in regard to the introduction of new technologies in kindergarten. The
research is made up of three interactive parts. It begins with the theoretical discussion about
the introduction of computers in kindergarten, an investigation of the opinions of 122
kindergarten teachers using a questionnaire made up of 33 questions follows and it ends with
the interpretative analysis.

Greece is one European country which during the last twenty years has been transformed to a
multicultural one. As a result of this situation, the multicultural diversity has been reflected
upon its educational system revealing new educational needs and challenging the existing
national school practices and measures, school's lessons, textbooks and curricula. As far as the
lesson of Religion in the Greek educational system is concerned, until very recently, this was a
compulsory one. For first time, this academic year, this lesson became an optional one. One of
the reasons for this change, amongst others, was that since almost all Greek classes are
multiculturals, this new situation calls the mono-centric religious orientation (ie Christian
Orthodox) to broaden its spectrum and include also the teaching of other religions. The aim of
this study was to explore the views of Secondary Education pupils (14-16 year age group),
throughout Greece, towards religious issues, with special emphasis on their views towards the
religion diversity and freedom. A questionnaire (with open questions) was addressed to a
random sample of 350 (N) pupils focusing on the issue how religions and religious values can
contribute to either intercultural dialogue in Europe rather than constituting an issue of
conflict. This study was implemented as part of a broader European funded research project
entitled "REDCo": Religion in Education. A contribution to Dialogue or a factor of Conflict in
transforming societies of European countries. Participating countries are Germany,
Netherlands, England/Wales, France, Russia, Estonia, Norway, Spain and Greece. The aim of
the study was dual: on one hand to depict the current situation in Greece concerning the ideas
of pupils about religion issues on an intercultural approach, and on the other hand, to provide
specific suggestions concerning the lesson of Religious Education on an European dimension.
Finally, since this is an empirical, comparative study which has been implemented in many
European countries, during 2006-2009, the ultimate goal was to take advantage of its results
and make suggestions about Teaching Religious and Belief issues at schools on an intercultural
basis in order to gain better insight into how European citizens of different religious, cultural
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and political backgrounds can live together and enter into dialogue of mutual respect and
understanding.

Cultural differentiation has gained a prominent position in modern countries as a classification
process along with social class and social status. National, ethnic and religious affiliations as
well as linguistic and other cultural criteria are used to define the Self and the Other. Within
this context, notions of sameness and otherness are constantly challenged, negotiated and re-
defined. This is an evident characteristic of todays everyday life in Greece, an emigration
country once, becoming since 1990 a reception country for thousands of migrants. This paper
explores ideas and perceptions about homeland as expressed by young people in the town of
Florina in northern Greece. It is based on a survey, conducted with a random sample (100 N) of
Secondary Education pupils and students attending the three Departments (Primary, Pre-
Primary and Balkan Studies) in the town. Semi-structured interviews were implemented for
obtaining the data. Xenophobia, anxiety, confusion, understanding, tolerance and acceptance
are some of the ideas that can be drawn from the content analysis that followed the survey.
Secondary Education pupils - mostly those who attend the first cycle of Secondary Education
(Gymnasia) - express fears towards the migrants living in Greece. They see them as a potential
danger for the safekeeping of national borders and the country's integrity. On the contrary,
older pupils attending the second cycle (Lyceia), appear to be less worried and express a feeling
of confusion towards the integration of migrants in modern Greece. Students attending
University, on the other hand, express a deeper questioning towards the multicultural co-
existence in modern Greece. They appear to be more tolerant, sensitive and open towards the
migrant population. They are in the process of contesting what they have learned at school so
far regarding nationality and citizenship issues. The paper supports the statement that
Intercultural and Citizenship Education should be implemented in school curricula in order to
help pupils and students overcome their own stereotypes, prejudices, ethnocentrism and
develop a broader awareness for notions of homeland, the Self and the Other.

Money is the foundation of any national economy, but also the mark of national sovereignty,
reflecting the state which issues it. Its symbolic role is one of its essential characteristics, and
the name of the currency its salient feature. Policymakers recognize that currencies can act as
important carriers of nationalist imagery, particularly if its supply is monopolized. Money would
indeed seem a perfect locus on which a state can construct an ‘ordinary nationalism’ that is all
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the more powerful for being part of the seemingly unremarkable fabric of daily life. In this
paper, using a semiotic methodology, we shall analyse the symbols of the state produced
banknotes of Albania, Turkey, the Former Yugoslav Republic of Macedonia and Bulgaria, in an
attempt to read the underlying meanings of the symbolisms selected by each state, in the
geographical area of Balkans that is synonymous with nationalism, since the foundation of the
modern nation-states on the region.

We followed the principles of Quantitative and Qualitative Content
Analysis, We considered the ‘theme in the title and in the summaries’ as the basic unit of
analysis. The categories that come out are referring 1. to the level of the students education
(preschool, school level, university, other), 2. the geographical area of teachers and students
(ethnic, European, global), 3. the content of the article (social, cultural, political, ethical). The
aim of this analysis is to focus on the differentiation of the citizenship as it is perceived by
different authors from different countries and in the next qualitative level to analyse these
aspects in order to produce and promote a flexible range of specific learning materials that can
be integrated into a wide range of courses. This piece of research deals with the different
approaches of citizenship as they were expressed in the titles appeared in the proceedings of
CICE 2006. The aim of this analysis is to focus on the differentiation of the citizenship as it is
perceived by different authors from different countries and in the next qualitative level to
analyze these aspects in order to produce and promote a flexible range of specific learning
materials that can be integrated into a wide range of courses. The sample consisted of 76
papers. We used the Quantitative and Qualitative Content Analysis (classical thematic
analysis). The basic analysis unit was the theme. The analysis indicated three major thematic
categories (education, geopolitical notion of citizenship and context approach).

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The study is concerned with the diversity of ideas regarding Citizenship Education research and
practice by scholars from different countries. Our research seeks to explore the different
approaches taken with respect to Active Citizenship and Life Long Learning as they appear in
the CiCe conference publications proceedings (1998 to 2008). In order to identify the influential
aspects around teaching and learning citizenship, we applied the Quantitative and Qualitative
Content Analysis method to a sample of 184 abstracts of studies conducted by academic
scholars between 1998 and 2008. The basic unit of analysis was considered the ‘theme in the
summaries’ (Lasswell et al, 1952; Lasswell and Leites, 1965). The researched thematic
categories give evidence for the content and the context of citizenship identity from an
educational perspective. Whether national, European or global, citizenship identity combines
several dimensions such as social, political, cultural, moral and/or economic and therefore its
effective application to formal and non-formal educational environments appears to be a
complex issue to investigate. Apart from the range and frequency of some of the most
influential points and ideas concerning active citizenship and lifelong learning, we see the
transition of interests and understandings that constitute the contemporary appreciation of
citizenship identity and its development through teaching and learning.

The Cyprus problem has been with us for several decades now. It is one of the oldest
outstanding issues facing the United Nations. Despite hundreds of Security Council and General
Assembly resolutions that date back as far as the 1960s, as well as numerous statements by
the European Union, the United States and the United Kingdom, the problem remains: Cyprus
continues to be divided as it was after the Turkish invasion of 1974. The motive for emphasizing
to the Cyprus problem it is the same as the international community’s reason for having the
Cyprus problem on the top of its agenda for the last forty-five years. The Cyprus problem is
intercommunal and international and impinges on a broad spectrum of interests. It has touched
upon issues on which several parties have opposite views and objectives, including, local,
regional and international security, sovereignty, recognition, territory and political rights
(Richmond 2003:xv). Because of these factors and because of old rivalries between Greece and
Turkey, with the consequent risk both pose to international peace and security, Cyprus
continues to receive international attention which is seemingly out of proportion to its size and
population. The Cyprus crisis has several dimensions and because of its duration the nature of
the problem has undergone several metamorphoses: something that makes the work of the
researcher quite difficult. Our paper deals with the Cyprus problem through the prism of the
UN’s involvement in the region. The involvement of this organisation in Cyprus constitutes a
very ambiguous issue which has led to an endless debate among academics and politicians for
almost half a century. Some observers of the problem, including the Secretary General
Waldheim, have characterized Cyprus as the orphan child of the United Nations (Waldheim
1985: 78) and others have presented the UN’s involvement in the island as both a blessing and
a curse for the organisation. .Our research question which we will try to answer within the
limitations of this assignment is what, if anything has the UN achieved in Cyprus since the
1950s, when the Cyprus question first concerned the international community and the
organisation itself. In other words, was the UN’s presence in Cyprus a success, a failure, or does
the truth lie somewhere in the middle of these ambiguous notions?

The Greek educational system the last 50 years recounts among numerous reformations and
counterreformations. All the continuous changes seem not to be characterized of a clearly
defined operational aims and rational continuity. Nowadays Educators, pupils, university
students, parents, politicians and citizens criticize various structural and functional aspects of
the Greek educational system. The main scope of that piece of research is to record and to
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analyze the problems of the Greek educational system according to the opinions of Greek
undergraduate students. We asked from 248 undergraduate students the written answers to
the following question: “According to your opinion which are the main problems of the Greek
educational system? The written answers have been analyzed according to the methodological
standards of the classical thematic content analysis. 984 statements have been summarized
and taxonomized in ten main thematic categories. The Cohen test showed a high degree of
taxonomic accordance among the reviewer of the written texts (k=0,97). The content analysis
showed that statements can be categorized in 7 main thematic categories.

The power of illegal political posters, as not merely symbolic weapons, but also as crucial
medium of democratic resistance during the military junta in Greece is the central theme of
that article. How important should be the symbolism of a poster, when posters are the only
way for a massive political movement to communicate and express its ideas? This article does
not analyse the “semiotics of power”, the images that the hegemonic classes use in order to
force their ideology to the masses. On the other hand, this article focuses on the “semiotics of
resistance” and thus it searches for the “hidden messages” of the illegal posters designed by
the communist guerrillas during the seven years of dictatorship in Greece.

In this paper is analysed the relation between the Third World countries and the modern
political terms of the state, democracy and globalisation. At first sight these terms have nothing
in common except their western origins. However, our thesis is that the terms state,
globalisation and democracy are indirectly related to the Third World through several ways.
We are going to argue that these three institutions are tools used by the Western bourgeoisie,
in its attempt to dominate the region of the Third World economically, politically and
ideologically. In order to support our argument we are going to break our assignment into four
sections: Firstly we are going to examine the role and the nature of the institution of the state
in the Third World, secondly, we will emphasise on the nature and the impacts of neoliberal
globalisation in these specific regions, thirdly we will analyse the democratisation process and
the western attempt for political domination in the South and finally we will examine the direct
and indirect links between the process of economic globalisation and the democratisation
process, in the Third World.

The continuing and rapid evolution of mobile telephony seems to effect contemporary life and
especially student’s life. In our research we investigate Greek high school students believes and
attitude about mobile telephony, the usage and their habits. A total of 194 students of high
school, participated in the study (99 boys and 95 girls). A closed form questionnaire with 16
sentences has been given. The data that has been collected analyzed using Factor Analysis
method. In this way the data grouped according to their interrelation, in order to project special
categories and fully describe students’ attitudes. Based on the Factor Analysis five independent
axes arise, which interpret the 69% of the total sample. The results show that although students
consider mobile phone as a necessity, they treat it as a life style gadget.
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In the domain of cultural studies, we focus on the sociology of sports and fan ship (Brown,1998)
as it is represented on the logos of fan clubs of Aris FC Thessaloniki. In specific we are interested
in the cultural perception of icons-symbols and linguistic messages in slogans, produced by the
fans. Amongst Gelder’s six key way proposal in which subcultures can be identified, we use, to
interpret our corpus, those that refer to the negative relations to work/class; the association
with territory, rather than property; the refusal of the banalities of ordinary life and
massification (Gelder 2007). We apply the socio-semiotic analysis (Kress, 1996) in order to de-
construct the references to new identities and multiculturalism. As far as it concerns to the
linguistic messages, content analysis is used applying the quantitative thematic methodology.
The total sample consists of 79 fan stickers and 100 fan slogans, taken from ARIS fan clubs
(1988-2010). Amongst them there are 25 fan stickers and 15 slogans containing political
references about citizenship and multiculturalism. As it appears, young people tend to
construct their fan identity through the post-modern perception of citizenship. Many signifiers
have been found about the youth demonstration against government’s, police’s and fascism’s
power. The youth’s new identity is revealed through inter-cultural symbolism: “ A.C.A.B. (All
Caps Are Bastards) ” and aggressive icons typically produced by anarchist, socialistic, young
people. It seems that even in the context of sports subcultures young students need to produce
discourses versus the majority of adult’s established power as Foucault (1966) had already
determined.

In the domain of communicative studies, we focus on the intercultural communication as it is
represented on the logotypes of EU Football clubs participating in UEFA’s Champions League.
The tradition of critical theory associated with the Frankfurt School is an important source of
influence for many researchers: the work of Adorno (1991) and Max Horkheimer’s tradition of
cultural criticism supports the theoretical context for this presentation. We apply the
qualitative analysis of Barthes (1957) in order to find out the political and social references to
the intercultural communication as it is represented on sports symbols and sports mythologies.
Statistical analysis is also applied in order to determine the correlations among
local/ethnic/global/international/intercultural symbolisms (coats of arms, national flags,
crowns, footballs, laurel wreaths). The sample consists of the 121 logotypes of EU Football clubs
which is the total corpus of the teams participated in the Champions’ League Group Stage from
1992 to date. As it appears, there is a typology of historic symbols produced by religious/politic
discourses of power (Foucault, 1969) from the 14th to the 21st century that in nowadays is still
used by national presenters in the global/international sports arena (Brantlinger, 1999) in order
to communicate meaning to young and adults. In specific these thematic used in EU Football
Clubs logotypes highlight their national/international identities.

Traditionally, Greek university students used to be a much politicized social group which was
characterized by progressive ideology and revolutionary protest practices. In recent years,
some research findings concerning depreciation of politics and politicians, a low voting turn out
in national, local and European elections both with a tremendous abstention in students’
unions elections show off that the a foretime revolutionary political dynamics of the Greek
university students were substituted by a political apathy and a low degree of civic
consciousness. We present students’ turnout in the main elections taking part in Greek political
system in a historical and time series prospect. In specific we analyse the students’ attitudes
towards national elections and their voting behavior in the context of the economic crisis in
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Greece. We used a questionnaire composed by three parts: the first part is aiming to collect
demographic data, the second part is collecting data about students’ and their parents’
political identity and their political habits and the third part is an attitude Likert scale
(Cronbach’s alpha = 0,79) which is constituted in order to itemize students’ political voting
behavior. The statistical analysis showed that university students do not interesting in politics,
they do not vote frequently in elections and they express a depreciation about politics and
politicians.

In this research we focus on the economic crisis through its representations in cartoonists’
visual material as it is exposed in the Municipal Gallery of Piraeus. Six cartoon artists expose
their work from the 28th of January to the 4th of February 2011, entitled “H kpion twv 6”. In
cultural studies, we are interested in revealing the stereotypes and the construction of different
meanings in order to de-construct the ideological and political denotations/connotations. In
this material, we try to “read” the public visual discourse as it is reproduced by the six artists.
The researching problem refers to the visual literacy in relation to the notion and the practices
of citizenship that seems to be reconstructed nowadays in the middle of the social-political and
economic crisis. As semioticians already considered “images and symbols” can be used either
in media discourse or in media education in order to promote cultural and intercultural
knowledge on identities. The New London Group, a cohort of educators and researchers
interested in examining the teaching of new literacies, explains literacy this way: "one could
say that its fundamental purpose is to ensure that all students benefit from learning in ways
that allow them to participate fully in public, community, and economic life." (New London
Group (1996) "Pedagogy of multiliteracies: Designing social futures." Harvard Educational
Review, 66(1), 66-92). The aim of this project is to teach post-modern citizenship in the context
of modern capitalistic crisis using visual material such as post-modern graphic-designs and
cartoons. This learning environment, based on the constructivist learning philosophy that
evolved during the 1970s and 1980s, has its foundations in cognitive learning psychology. Our
post-modern visual society demands a level of communication that remains largely
unaddressed in the classroom. If the goal of literacy education is to empower students with the
tools to communicate and thrive successfully in society, shouldn't we consider the current
literacy demands of the visual literacy?

Meanings and
significations of financial crisis. Students’ discourse in Greek Youth Parliament.
Proceedings of the 3rd South European and Mediterranean Conference on Citizenship,
Identity and Culture, University of Patras, 6-8/5/2011.
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Teenagers are high school students who participate as members in the educational program of
the Youth Parliament and elected by lot to speak at plenary sessions. Their discourse is
experiential and reveals the students’ views. We focus on the characteristics of the political
discourse, delivered as part of a program that aims to mobilize young people's interest in public
affairs and to exercise their political thought and political discourse of democracy. We select
the written discourses of students as they have been edited by the parliament. These
proceedings are to be analysed as a linguistic material in order to deconstruct the students’
discourse in the axis of the “financial crisis”. In 33 discourses that have been announced in 2010
by students we can read about the definition of the “financial crisis” according to the cultural,
educational, ethical, medical, social conditions. Students come from different regions as Attica,
Athens, Imathia, Etoloakarnania, Magnesia, Fthiotida, Piraeus, Thessaloniki, Chalkidiki,
loannina, Achaia, Kozani, Corfu, Messinia, Magnesia and also from abroad as Australia. In
particular we apply the thematic content analysis in order to highlight the different meanings
and the significations of the “financial crisis”. Thematic Content Analysis is a descriptive
presentation of qualitative data. Qualitative data may take the form of interview transcripts
collected from research participants or other identified texts that reflect experientially on the
topic of study. From the highlighted areas we mark each distinct unit of meaning. Units may
vary in text length. Students believe that: “It is no coincidence that the ancient Greeks had Arts
as one of their major course of study.... we will not wallow in the mire that we call economic
crisis”, “The foundation of a Society is Education”, “The era that we live in is difficult and
governed by money...”, “Nevertheless, | firmly believe that the problem of Greece is not the
economic crisis. The problem in Greece is a deep social crisis”, “...the economic crisis, the
destruction of the World and of the Environment”.

The first years after restoration (metapolitefsis) the Third Greek Democracy was seem to be
stabilized and consolidated so at the level of social and political institutions as in terms of
collective consciousness of the people. But today, after thirty years from the collapse of
dictatorship, there are signs of political pathogenicity, which are reflected in the political life of
the country (see scandals, economic crisis) and the collective consciousness of the people
(electoral abstention, political apathy, disdain the political system and policies). In our research
we attempt to record the attitudes and beliefs of students in Greek universities towards politics,
politicians and democracy as expressed in the Greek political system. We used a questionnaire,
which includes a specially weighted scale of attitudes (Cronbach's alpha = 0,872), questions
recorded demographic characteristics of the sample as well as variables related to political
culture. The results showed negative attitudes towards politicians and politics and also towards
to the modern Greek expression of democracy.

Older and modern studies have dealt as much with the rural regions as with the urban centres
and the urban constitution and they concern the demographic size, the demographic density,
or the social heterogeneity that characterizes every social structure. Sociologists as Max
Weber, Georg Simmel or even Werner Sombart were interested in the urban constitution, while
the social anthropologists in their turn described intensively the life in smaller settlements and
villages. Can the structure of the urban, semi-urban or rural superstructure influence the social
being within its built-up limits? C. Levi Straus’s work has shown that the society is shaped and
simultaneously shapes the space, and consequently the organization of space constitutes
indisputably an important semiotic text and we can find here a point of section with Habraken’s
thesis, that the social processes (difference, power, inequality, collective action), occur via
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material forms that we draw, we build, we use and protest. We search the way in which
children of nowadays perceive and depict the differentiations among urban and rural way of
life, city and village. We attempt a socio-semiotic analysis of 160 sketches of children from 4 to
12 years old from the regions of Macedonia, Thrace, Eptanisa, and Cyclades who were asked
to paint without previous educational intervention life in the city and the village. According to
Kress’s analysis and the epistemologic proposal of Lagopoulos about the space and the
settlement in social sciences we analyze the children’s sketches as “points” of engagement of
everyday life seeking the relation of daily life of people with the built-up network and the
differentiations that it presents depending on the built-up environment in which it takes place.

Democracy has historically served
men better than women. As a political system from the ancient Greece to the modern times of
the 21st century, it has built on the public-private dichotomy and excluded women from
citizenship (Bari, 2005). Marxists have long argued that a vital part of the fight for women’s
liberation involves drawing women into the employed workforce (Engels, 1972). The research:
In the present study we investigate attitudes and beliefs of students according to gender
equality and the position of women in Greek society today. A questionnaire of 16 items was
used as the research tool, which was structured on three main axes: (a) Gender equality in
Greece, (b) Women'’s social position and (c) Social and public reality of the gender equality in
Greece. The sample of the study was consisted of 400 University students. Using the arguments
of citizenship is a powerful way to bring about gender equality through focusing on people and
how they interact with institutions. Results indicate that students believe in gender equality.
However, they recognize that, even today, there is a discrimination against women. In addition,
they consider that women experience social exclusion and racism which creates social
inequalities between men and women. Furthermore, they believe that the state has not done
enough to protect the rights of women in the field of citizenship education.

varied between the two groups of teachers, and within each group. The three cognitive factors
positively influenced rating of teacher effectiveness, the emotions, and the impact of rating of
teacher effectiveness on emotions, mainly in the perceived effective teachers’ group. However,
their predictive strength varied between and within the perceived effective / ineffective
teachers’ group. Also, students’ cognitive factors, ratings of teacher effectiveness and
emotions, as a group, positively influenced their academic performance (particularly in the
courses taught by the perceived ineffective teachers), but cognitive factors and ratings of
teacher effectiveness had not unique effect in the perceived ineffective and effective teachers’
group, respectively.

They are skeptical towards scientists whom they believe are defenders of certain
economic interests, especially after the way scientists were expressed through the media after
the HIN1 pandemic. School science education has not succeeded in creating a clear picture of
the scientific process as students do not understand that science progresses mostly through
scientific disputes and the mass media reinforces such misconceptions.

The aim of the research is to explore the views of infants and preschool aged children on
computers as a concept and as an element of material culture. In other words, the research
seeks to identify the ideas and concepts that the children have form on the computer and its
peripheral units. At the same time there has been an effort to detecting the factors that
probably affect the Greek preschool aged children’s formation of views and concepts on
computers. The factors that have been checked are parents’ education level and profession,
the existence or not of a computer in kindergarten class, the sex, the place of residence and
children’s age. In order for the degree of infants’ conceptual change to emerge, the question
“does a computer remain a computer if one of its external characteristics changes” had been
investigated. The phenomenon of simile or parallelism of the computer or its parts with other
objects had been observed (i.e. “the screen is like a TV” or “is a TV”, “the central unit and printer
are machines” etc) especially on behalf of the preschool aged children. It seems that preschool
aged children compared with infants, use in higher degree more essential characteristics in
order to define computer and its parts (recognition - usage - preservation of identity). In general
these findings confirm the findings of international researches which highlight the important
role of parents’ educational level and profession in the acquisition of knowledge on new
technologies by their children. In the majority of children there were evident difficulties in
defining the concept of computer and also to realize what it is what it does. This difficulty was
expected as the computer is an artificial object with complex functions which essentially are
based on its internal characteristics. In parallel, children’s notions on the computer and its parts
are depended on factors as their mother’s profession and educational level as well as if there
is or not a PC in kindergarten. On the contrary children’s sex, the place of residence, father’s
educational level and profession don’t seem to significantly influence children. Specifically,
mother’s profession influences significantly children’s performance. It has been found that
children whose mother is a freelancer-scientist or a public servant statistically have significantly
greater numbers of right answers from the children whose mother is a farmer or a worker and
from those whose mother is a privet employee, a freelancer or a merchant. Mother’s
educational level seems to influence children’s views and notions even though something worth
mentioning occurs: the greater number of right answers it is given by children whose mothers
are secondary education graduates. This finding might be explained by the higher expectations
that these mothers have from their children. Even though they, themselves don’t graduate form
a higher institution, they very much want that for their children. The lowest performances have
children whose mothers are elementary school graduates. It’s impressive the fact that on the
question related to the computer’s identity change or not, no differences were found among
the three groups, something that needs further investigation.

The research aims to contribute to the broader social debate of the
enhancement of the system of Continuing Vocational Training [CVT] in Greece through the
making of contemporaryactive policies to combat unemployment and social exclusion of the
elder people. The chosengroup for the research was the CVT Specialists of the Centres for
Vocational Training [CVTs]and their relation with the social and employment excluded elder
people [aged 50-65].

The
methodology used was the quantitative approach, and the formula aiming at the gathering of
numerical data was the questionnaire. The main research findings regarding the CVT Specialists
self-perception for their profile has shown that their basic studies had not provided them with
important help in relation with theposition they held. What turned to be really important was
the part of working experience. As for the procedure of planning and materialising educational
programmes of vocational training on the specified social group of the elder people [aged 50-
65], the findings suggested that they didn’t have sufficient knowledge or specified education.
Finally, at specific correlations, there were observed some differences on the parts of profile
and of planning and materialising, related with age and gender.

The pupils’
community proposed, agreed and planned ways of facing unemployment and poverty through
direct political participation, direct democracy, and by developing an extremely high level social
and political responsibility.

Given the important role they play, their ability to manage their own
leisure time is especially significant as regards its impact on society. A person’s leisure is a
concept whose dimensions and boundaries are constantly in flux. It is part of everyday life, a
form of personal expression and self- fulfillment, and its use may have a positive or negative
impact on a person and their environment (Ghikopoulos & Christodoulou, 2007; Myrizakis,
1997). The aim of this research is to explore the manner in which adolescents perceive the
experienced and desired limits to their own leisure time. More specifically, the study focused
on the artistic (paintings and drawings) and verbal (accompanying written texts) codes that
young people use to describe the limits of two living conditions, the leisure that they experience
and the leisure that they desire. The artistic code was chosen in addition to the verbal code
because these days, particularly where young people are concerned, images prevail (Willinsky,
1990). Socio-semiotics is chosen as the tool of analysis, since artistic creation, as an
interpretation of the concept ‘image’, is a metalanguage, a dynamic channel that young people
use to convey leisure time messages (Danesi, 2000; Halliday, 1978; Randviir & Cobley 2010).
This two-pronged research project was based on the semiotic study and analysis of data
(Lagopoulos & Boklund-Lagopoulou, 1992; Christodoulou, 2003) obtained from the artistic and
verbal texts of adolescents between twelve and fifteen years of age. To begin with, the
adolescents depicted aspects of their daily leisure artistically and attempted to accompany
their artwork with a brief verbal description. They then chose photographs somehow depicting
their ideal leisure time from a chart of preselected pictures whose subjects were obtained from
the literature (thematic caterogies). The researchers had preselected these pictures as a means
of exploring the concept of desired leisure. The study was completed in three stages: (a) a
theoretical framework of free time and its analysis, (b) data analysis and (c) conclusions about
the meanings that leisure (experienced and desired) has for young people.

At times, the construction of such areas is attributed to factors which
are not purely social: such factors are geographical location, the geophysical morphology of
the wider area, relevant administrative or political laws etc. Overall, major cities and towns are
constructed under the influence of a number of factors, cultural, historical, administrative,
geographical, social, etc. The considerations discussed above are ensued by a shared attitude
towards space, according to the following principles: a) Spatial allotment of human activities,
which reflects the organized accommodation in considerations of distance, b) Decisions
concerning land planning, which are taken in order to minimize the effects of distance, c) The
locations in space, which are accompanied by accessibility standards, despite the fact that
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access to specific places is easier, d) The tendency to accumulate economic activities in space
so that economy scales can be favoured, e) Human activities, which naturally tend to be ranked.
The present paper aims at discussing aspects of the trade fair in the town of Amyntaio. The first
organized residential nucleus of Amyntaio was established in the mid 18th century when
families from the mountainous nearby areas came to the fertile plain near the lakes. In the
specific centre of trade, the Greek commercial spirit was greatly enhanced. Greek tradesmen
contributed to developing the new character of the town and promoting progress and culture.
The trade fair in Amyntaio is closely associated with the weekly street market organized
throughout the year, of which it is the highlight event. The research was primarily based on the
archives of the Municipality of Amyntaio and the material of the research is comprised of the
proceedings of the Town Council and the land survey maps accompanying the decisions made.
The methodological issues associated with the measures of viability and vitality involve the
assessment of service quality, the basic indicators of which range from satisfying customers to
the profits accumulated by the Municipality during the specific time. The investigation of
indicators is focused on Amyntaio, a town - centre, on account of the fact that it is vital and has
a larger population and a more vigorous trade than the neighbouring towns. In general terms,
the trade fair in Amyntaio, according to the basic indicators, is an institution that has not
declined, but, in contrast, has been enhanced and contributed to town vitality and viability.
Nowadays, it is worth pointing out that the transfer of the fair from the traditional market
centre of the town to residential areas and areas with public and transportation services has
contributed to the town vitality and viability which are indicators that the institution at issue
thrives.

Every country and every state should protect the right of its
citizens to exercise their religious duties. One of these duties is the prayer. However, some
countries that experienced waves of migration during the last years do not have yet adjusted
to taking the proper measures in order to overcome the transformation of the cultural
composition of their people. Greece is one of these countries. In Greek schools, every morning,
the pupils and the teachers pray according to the ritual of the Greek Orthodox Church. This lead
us to the research question of this paper: what happens with pupils whose religious faith is
different and how do teachers face this problem? Our research hypothesis is that the way that
teachers cope with the issue of the Morning Prayer is an issue of multicultural education, as
well. For the purpose of our study we asked from 99 kindergarten teachers to inform us on (a)
how they cope with the Morning Prayer and (b) how they treat the presence of children from
culturally diverse backgrounds. Teachers’ responses show that a remarkable percentage of the
kindergarten teachers do not cope with this specific issue in a dogmatic way. They try to
exercise a multicultural pedagogic in their classrooms.

The statistical analysis of the data
confirmed the findings made in previous studies: The analysis of variance showed that (a) the
stereotypical representation of gender is more frequent among girls, (b) gender affects the
choice of gender-typed occupations, as indicated by the boys’ more frequent choice of
‘traditionally masculine occupations’, (c) the educational background of the father affects
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children’s stereotyped choices, and (d) media and family influence is more frequent among
younger children. Finally, the children’s justifications showed that, for the majority of the
sample, their choice of occupation expresses a specific feeling, for a smaller percentage this
choice expresses a certain playfulness, while for only a few does their choice express the desire
for further knowledge and profit.

A total of 8 carriers
and 49 individuals participated in the deliberation procedure while their views, standpoints and
suggestions were thoroughly investigated on the basis of five thematic units, namely Lifelong
Education definition, objectives, perspectives, critique by the citizens and personal benefits and
having taken into consideration a broader social demand to further knowledge and
qualifications. Thus, the issue of Lifelong Education is tied to the knowledge society and
innovation targeting at the educational systems efficiency and effectiveness and,
simultaneously, combating the insecurity and uncertainty generated by the socio-economic
developments and experienced by the lower social strata and women within a changing and
developing society. Besides, a wide reservation among interviewees towards the decentralized
authorities in terms of implementing the new policy is made evident by the research findings
and their analysis.

In other
words, learning in small-groups was evaluated and compared to individual learning. The
research project took place in two kindergartens (one located in an urban area and the other
in a rural village) with a total of sixteen children (4.5 - 5.5 years) over a three-month period
(March - May 2006). It was conducted in three phases. A small-group teaching intervention
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was designed to take place twice a week in both kindergartens. The analysis of the data showed
that learning in small groups promotes understanding of the structure of illustrated short
stories as compared to individual learning.

The first two parts of this paper focus on the
impact of multilevel economic recession on youths aged 15-24 and on the state of play
regarding NEETs in Europe. In the last parts are briefly presented the main findings and
conclusions of the Project referring to the Greek NEET’s profile. Specifically, most Greek NEETs
are women, aged 20-24 and with previous professional experience. The majority of both the
NEETs and their parents have alow to moderate educational level and a low family income.
Furthermore, they are unmarried, with no children and they live with their family. They are
pessimistic and disappointed by the Greek educational system, the state and the political
personnel. NEETs blame them for their difficult living conditions. They firmly believe that there
is no Greek welfare state and social equality. However, NEETs do not feel socially excluded
because of their family and friends. Finally, many of them are thinking about emigrating or
immigrating.

Our research interest focuses on the significance of ideological loading in
terms of the codes occurring in team logos as symbols of collective identities. Our view was,
firstly, that logotypes have absorbed and internalized values and stereotypes from the wider
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social sphere (paradigmatic axis) and, secondly, that there is a common structuring of logos in
terms of codes (syntagmatic axis). Our research is based on socio-semiotic methodology, which
is not confined to a formalistic approach of texts, but scrutinizes them as an integral part of a
material, socio-economic and political context. The analysis led to a series of important data
referring to the structuring of team logos as well as to how these logos are related.

For the analysis of the texts, the
authors used quantitative and qualitative content analysis (content analysis — classical
thematic analysis). The findings of this research in accordance with previous studies, suggest
that the teacher’s role and his/her “ideal” image, are two multidimensional concepts and
cannot be defined with absolute precision.

In this paper, we focus on the study of 25
election campaign posters during the 2012 election campaigns in Greece as they had been
ordered and produced by particular followers-designers of the left-orientated party of Syriza.
In the Greek elections of 2012, Syriza's rise has put pressure on the traditional forces to create
a wider coalition and had produced many “alternative” posters. The aim of this piece of
research is to illustrate the socio-cultural meaning of these posters: the literature offers three
general conceptions of the receivers, as-mass, as-outcome, and as agent. The audience-as-
agent conception (poster creators as transcoders of political ideology/ followers-designers) has
largely come to dominate our understanding of the engagement between the viewer and text,
therefore this model allows us (the viewers) to move toward the idea that viewer engagement
can itself create social value— whether cultural or political. Our research is based on socio-
semiotic methodology (Barthes, 1977; Kress, et al 1996; Lagopoulos & Boklund-Lagopoulou,
1992; Randviir & Cobley, 2010), which is not confined to a formalistic approach of texts, but
scrutinizes them as an integral part of a material, socioeconomic and political context. We
apply this methodology in order to determine the messages ideology in relation to the world of
left-orientated politics. The analysis led to a series of important data referring to the structuring
of the verbal and iconic message of the posters and how this messages and signs are connected
with "new forms" of politics, which are reproduced by Party followers. Political posters have
the potential for meaning (are signs with appearance, information and targets), but that
meaning probably, cannot be directly transmitted from any designer to the gaze of voters. It
can only be mediated through the voters’ social context, which lies outside the designer’s
control. This semiotic mechanism, in which followers-designers and voters are connected
through posters, is where socio-cultural value being more realized.

In this research, we focus on 100 fan slogans and 79
fan stickers, as linguistic and iconic messages, produced in 2011 by young fans belonging to fan
clubs of Aris FC Thessaloniki.We think of social identity as a “production”, which is never
complete, is always in processand holds a prominent place (Hart, 2009). Especially in the
framework of modernity, the transition from family and community life to the real urban sphere
widens the gap between different generations’ values and attitudes. At the same time, this
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situation provides a “fruitful field” for anomie and deviancy amplification (Orru, 1983). A socio—
semiotic analysis (Barthes, 1977; Kress, et al 1996; Lagopoulos & Boklund—Lagopoulou, 1992;
Randviir & Cobley 2010) is applied to both slogans and stickers, in order to determine the
messages’ ideology and their relation to the world of fans. The analysis suggests that youth
sports subcultures need to produce discourses against the majority of adults’ established
power, and do so through a special, almost aggressive mode.

In a society where gender equality is constitutionally enshrined and displayed as an educational
policy objective, it attempts to examine if school textbook images respond to the demands of
social reality, or perpetuate outdated gender stereotyped educational practices. The visual
communication system that school textbooks use has the same rhetoric in of the conveyance
of ideological and cultural messages as the linguistic system. Therefore, students receive plenty
of information from both communication systems about the roles and stereotypes that are
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considered appropriate for each sex. In the past, several studies have analyzed the linguistic
system, while this is the first attempt at an organized and systematic analysis of the visual
system in language textbooks, and specifically the one in 6th Grade. Both content analysis, as
a measurement technique, and semiotics, as a visual analysis method, were used as a research
method. The analysis of data showed that (a) the presentation of the two sexes in the
illustration of this language textbook is not objectively compared with social changes, (b) apart
from the quantitative inequality that exists in the presentation of the two sexes, there also
appears to be a big difference in qualities such as behavioral characteristics, occupations, and
activities, and (c) there is a reduction in the representation of outdated gender stereotypes,
which is not necessarily positive, as the diversity of roles they undertake in the modern social
sphere is not emphasized.

Only a few relevant surveys are value-based, i.e. corruption in relation to the moral
values present in a given socioeconomic setting up and to the work done by the typical
educational system. Based on the abovementioned assumption, we proceeded in a quantitative
research.

Scientific research and the
contemporary sociological theory have focused on specific areas of interest of the
phenomenon, neglecting the issue in its macro sociological dimension, without, of course, this
meaning that the frames and fields of analysis that have emerged are of minor importance.
The main question that concerns this research is, if social and educational inequalities are
recognized today by the Greek social body and on which fields they focus. Do social and
educational inequalities exist in Greece? Are they recognizable and how are they manifested?
Our research was carried out with two research tools: a questionnaire which includes two
attitude scales (socPavial and educational inequalities) (N=800) and another one which
contains a single question, which concerns the expression of opinion about whether the sample
considers that there are inequalities in the Greek education system, and the justification of its
views (N=800).

Children’s
open—ended construction of meaning surfaced content that reflected themes such as: the
profile of the journalist, emotions connected to television, the use of TV, TV as an object, TV as
a children’s program or an adult program. Future research should also address the challenge
of investigating the diverse and rapidly changing media landscape to which the current
generation of children experience.

Undoubtedly the pandemic of COVID-19 had a great impact globally on our daily activities.
Whereas to face this unprecedented situation all the educational institutions were compelled
to keep the lessons conducted over the internet. Under the current circumstances this
quantitative research detects, describes, and measures attitudes of 807 students of 5 Greek
universities towards the distance learning process. The data that was collected by using a 5-
point Likert scale reflects the strong agreement of the students that face-to- face teaching
cannot be replaced by distance learning, especially when it comes to laboratory training. The
consensus is also that remote learning has abased pedagogical relationships between
professors and classmates and among the latter as well. Findings indicate that students come
to a meeting of minds about the educational inequalities which are worsened by the lack of
digital equipment and undeveloped technological infrastructure. Furthermore, this study
reveals a correlation between the responses of the sample and their demographic and social
characteristics, something that offers possibilities for additional research.

Data collected via pre- post structured interviews, followed by
sociometric analysis. The results revealed that the impact of creative movement / creative
dance on students’ relationships was moderate. Nevertheless, it seemed that creative
movement / creative dance tended to play a crucial role on the development of students’
relationships. More evidence-based approaches are needed in order to develop this hypothesis.

This research aimed in revealing the trends of Greek universities’ student population in terms
of their trust in social media, focusing on information and news related to scientific issues, and
particularly on issues related to Covid-19. The sample of our study consisted of 557 people
studying in various faculties of Greek universities throughout the country. Their answers in a
questionnaire were analyzed using both descriptive and inferential statistics. Students’ answers
revealed that despite they often resort to the use of social media and internet sources for
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informational purposes, they tend not to consider them as the most reliable source of obtaining
information, regardless of the topic. They state that, contemplating the science and Covid-19
related information shared on social media platforms as unreliable and inaccurately presented,
they try to cross-check it by drawing news from other media, a practice that contributes to
them being able to distinguish fake news from true ones.

All around the world, campuses closed, and teaching-learning has moved
online. Despite all these challenges, Higher Education Institutions (HEIs) have reacted positively
and managed to ensure the continuity of teaching-learning, research, and service to society
during the pandemic. This article highlights on major impacts of Covid-19 on HEls in Greece and
aims to capture in quantitative terms the working conditions of university professors during
that period. This study thus employs a quantitative approach based on a survey design to
purposively collect data from 219 tutors in order to discuss the implementation of online
learning amid the COVID-19 pandemic in the Greek higher education context and investigate
the challenges experienced by university teachers during this period.

Building upon Kress and Van Leeuwen’s (2006) theoretical framework of Visual
Grammar, 70 drawings of children from kindergartens of Thessaloniki were analyzed both
qualitative and quantitative. Children’s pictorial depictions of their understanding of dream TV
suggested they viewed the desirable TV quite close to the traditional TV that has two main
aims: entertainment and environmental education. Moreover, the concept of dream TV was
closely defined by play both asoutdoor activity and organized sports but also toys
advertisements. The results of this research revealed that children sketch a quite positive and
powerful image of dream TV painted with vivid colors and joyful pictures which has an active
role in their lives.

This report is a response of Greece to the call by O.E.C.D. to participate in the
Project ‘Overcoming School Failure. Policies that work’ and follows the general
guidelines of the O.E.C.D. project team. The national advisory committee,
appointed by the Minister of Education, has strived to depict, as objectively as
possible, the features of a system which is rapidly changing due to external and
internal forces and challenges. On the other hand, because of the global financial
crisis that has seriously affected Greece, this is a time when many consider that
what matters today in education is, above all, efficiency. Yet while the present
government is obliged to respond to efficiency demands, issues of equity are not
outside of its concerns. However, in Greece, the general trend continues to be on
improving the system as a whole, and it is the case that there hasn’t ever been an
ample public space to debate education from the point of view of equity and
justice. We hope that this report and the resulting O.E.C.D. publication will
contribute towards articulating values and practices of equity in education with
concerns of improving the educational services provided. Moreover, we believe
that due to its currently difficult condition, Greece has an increased responsibility
to send the message that equity in education is not only a fundamental value of
all democratic societies but also that investment of resources for purposes of
equity in periods of crisis is prudent.The Greek Education system is divided into
four main levels: Pre-primary education and care provision, Compulsory
education, Post-compulsory-Upper Secondary and Post-secondary level, and
Higher Education. Public and private sectors operate at all levels of the system,
except the university level, which consists exclusively of state institutions. The
private sector is small while the majority of school age pupils attend schools in
the public sector. Compulsory education covers the age from 5 to 15 year-old
pupils. Apart from the central state, the local authorities (municipalities) provide
child-care, including pre-primary classes for 4-year-old children, which is free of
charge though parents may have to pay some costs, mainly for meals. Public
education is free of charge at all levels of the system, including university
education, and for all types of education. This means that central education
authorities must provide financial resources, personnel and textbooks/learning
materials. Regional authorities also have some share of responsibility for the
infrastructure of schools in their region. In particular, the main expenses refer to
the teaching (and auxiliary) personnel, textbooks, infrastructure and operational
expenses. Textbooks are provided free of charge to all students within the formal
(public) education system, including basic textbooks for students in H.E. Teaching
personnel are allocated according to annual central education planning, in
cooperation with the regional and local administrations. Personnel are drawn
from the pool of teachers who besides their formal qualification from H.E.
Institutions have passed the specialised examination administered by the
Supreme Council for Civil Personnel Selection (ASEP). Personnel for H.E. though
selected by the institutions themselves are subject to the authorisation by the
central education authorities, responsible also for their salaries, as employees in
the broader public sector. The administrative control of the system is the
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responsibility of central educational authorities while measures have been taken
in recent years to devolve powers and responsibilities to the regional and local
levels. Thirteen Regional Educational Directories are responsible for the
administration and supervision of the decentralised services in their areas, as well
as the coordination of local school advisers, advising teachers on pedagogical
aspects of their work. At the next level of the administrative structure Education
Directorates (in each prefecture) and District Offices provide administrative
support, supervise operation of area schools and facilitate co-ordination between
schools. The role of the school-heads has been redefined by a recent law, adapting
to the emerging new model in governance, emphasising autonomy but also
accountability on the basis of state specified goals and outcomes. Though public
education is free of charge at all levels of the system, some peculiarities in the
system may turn out to be of vital importance when evaluating the system from
the point of view of equity and justice in education. Among them, the following
are important:(a) The amounts of money from the family budget spent for
students’ preparation, especially for the national examination for entry to H.E.
Institutions through out-of-school lessons. Out-of-school support becomes a
means for parents from more privileged social groups to help their children face
competition and ensure the reproduction of their social privileges. This long-
standing and complex problem under the current financial crisis has undoubtedly
become a more pressing equity issue. (b) The fees paid by students attending the
post-secondary, non-tertiary sector of public and private Institutes of Vocational
Training (1.E.K.). This is a sector apparently providing more choices for young
people, and a sector where, one suspects, the overwhelming majority of young
students come from lower socio-economic backgrounds and working class and
migrant families. Because of lack of data about I.E.K., the Ministry of Education
has recently begun to commission relevant studies. (c) Pre-primary education
provision for children of the cohort 4-5 year of age, a large percentage of which
remains outside the formal education system under the Ministry of Education.
This raises questions regarding possible differential treatment of individual pupils
from various social groups due to differences in quality of services offered by
alternative providers, including municipal authorities.(d) The delays in the
reviewing of Remedial Teaching programmes (Evioyutikn Atbackadia (E.D.)) and
of Additional Teaching Support Programmes ([pooUGetn Aitbaktikn Stnptén
(P.D.S.)), which were established previously, to combat inequalities in education
for children of vulnerable groups attending pre-primary, primary and secondary
schools, and which have gradually lost support. Some new experiments, initiated
by the Ministry of Education, to offer teaching support to all students by taking
advantage of developments in educational technology, while highly innovative,
might be limited by assumptions that educational technology is socially neutral.
(e) The lack of research as well as effective policies to support students and their
families at turning points in the system which are crucial for their educational
career and future prospects. This is particularly the case for students moving from
compulsory education to the two main strands of Lyceum (General and Technical-
Vocational) and/or other paths available in the system as detailed in the main
report. Causes for concern are the fact that any new action on counseling and
vocational guidance depends on Operational Programmes (previously the EPEAEK
and now the National Strategic Reference Framework (NSRF)), that is European
funds which by their very nature are of short term duration; plus the fact that such
services do not cover the totality of schools in the country, and there is lacking an
up to date legislative framework to ensure the continuous functioning of the
system. Concerning recent efforts to combat inequalities in and through
education, since 2007 a new generation of large-scale Projects have been
implemented, funded by the European Social Fund and National Resources, as
part of the NSRF (2007-2013). These cover the following: (a) Cross-

cultural schools and cross-cultural education in the mainstream schools, (b) The
education of ROMA children, specifically, (c) The Muslim Minority children in the
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area of Thrace. During the last year or so there has been an effort to subsume all
three of the above programmes under the general umbrella of Zones of
Educational Priorities (Z.E.P.), a programme aiming to direct resources to
students and regions with the greatest needs. Its scope is national, and
beneficiaries are students in pre-primary, primary and secondary education. The
programme aims to confront the problem of social and regional inequalities in
education by supporting and strengthening the regions and the social groups that
are most in need. As described in the report, this is the first time that native Greeks
facing socio-economic disadvantages will be included in the targeted populations
(that is in addition to the three specific populations, the main targets of policy up
until now: ROMA, immigrants, Muslim Minority). Policies developed by the Greek
educational authorities and practices crystallized within the school system during
the last 20 years or so have been responses to European Educational Policies. The
main drive for change has been the mechanism of European funding, according
to priorities of the European Union for all member states of the Union.
Membership to the E.U. accrued considerable benefits to the Greek education
system. Special education for people with disabilities, cross-cultural education,
The Muslim Minority education, the piloting and consolidating of all-day schools,
structures and practices for supporting children from vulnerable groups in
mainstream schools, counseling and vocational guidance services were policy
areas directly related to European initiatives and funding. Arguably, a shift in
policy is gradually taking place, reflecting conceptions and trends in the E.U. This
is from designated populations (Minority, Repatriated, Migrant, ROMA) to
focusing on disadvantaged schools within poor regions and hopefully in the future
on individual disadvantaged schools outside of such regions, based on use of
elaborate indicators. We believe that this shift has the potential to address head-
on the problem of identifying and supporting the disadvantaged, in the interest
of children of vulnerable groups in the country and the Greek society as a whole.

The privatization of education constitutes a fundamental issue as the public
character of policies and goods is set at risk. At an international level, the
neoliberal paradigm affects the field of higher education policies. More concretely
in the case of Greece and because of the debt crisis, the severe consequences of
neoliberal economic policies were a common topic since 2008. Undoubtedly, the
prolonged period of the debt crisis shaped a negative framework for the Greek
public educational system. A main result of the new narrative was the redefinition
of the aspects of privatization as new challenges emerged for educational policy
and practice. This study aims to explore the privatization phenomenon of Greek
primary and secondary education, providing a basis for understanding and
analysis. In order to provide a comprehensive and detailed picture, we adopt a
multi-aspect methodological approach. Consequently, the study includes certain
discussion topics:

e theoretical approach of the phenomenon of privatization of education

e study of the economic aspects of private and shadow education

e study of the legal aspects and regularities that guide actors to illegitimate
privatization

e content analysis of Greek Primary Teachers’ Federation (DOE) and Greek
Federation of Secondary State School Teachers (OLME) declarations and texts
referring to privatization of the Greek public education

e study of the construct of Teachers’ attitudes toward privatization process of
the Greek primary and secondary education.

e study of the construct of Future Teachers’ attitudes toward the privatization
process of the Greek primary and secondary education

Educational expenses are one of the most fundamental categories of government
expenditure. Public funding in education is also important. In Greece, public
spending on education is limited over time among EU Member States.
Consequently, private spending on education is quite increased among EU
Member States. More specific, spending on shadow education as a percentage of
spending on public education is about 34,7%. Also, spending on shadow
education as a percentage of spending on private education is 40.1%. The above
data underlines that expenses of shadow education are an unbearable cost for

parental strategies. During the period 2000-2010 educational expenditure
increased but because of the debt crisis over the period 2012-2016, public funding
on education reduced significantly. It is worth to mention that there was a
displacement of public expenses from primary to secondary education. According
to the analysis of the Greek Government expenditure on education, the
percentage of salaries and compensations of employees was increased unlike the
percentage of on infrastructure and equipment. Finally, the expenditure on
private education decreased significantly, from 3,3 billion Euros in 2009 to
2,1billionEurosin 2016 (less than 33,3%). Future teachers expressed strongly
critical opinions toward public and private characteristics of primary and
secondary education. Most profoundly a clear preference for public education
among future teachers for financial or ideological reasons seems to exist. These
preferences indicate positive feedback for the adoption of public school and
welfare state social policies. The content analysis of Greek Primary Teachers’
Federation (DOE) and Greek Federation of Secondary State School Teachers
(OLME) declarations and texts referring to the privatization of the Greek public
education have shown that the two leading trade unions in the field of public
education pointed out the decline of the welfare state early on. They also indicate
the risk of constructing negative attitudes toward the public characteristics of the
Greek educational system. Therefore, systematically denounce efforts to privatize
public education. There is no doubt that the political argument of Greek Primary
Teachers’ Federation (DOE) and Greek Federation of Secondary State School
Teachers (OLME) and their policies, as it is written in their declarations and
publications on privatization — aiming at the protection of human and civil rights
and subsequently of social cohesion- conceptualize the educational process as an
unquestionable public good. According to our findings, teachers are deeply
concerned about the colonization of public education through such mechanisms
as the market and such processes as privatization. Moreover, the results of the
study revealed that household expenditure on education is relatively high as debt
crisis puts extraordinary pressure on parental strategies. Almost 50% agree that
shadow education undermines the fundamental characteristics of public
education. Furthermore, the reason for the growing trend of privatization in
Greece is due to the inability of the state to protect public education. This research
also explores the teachers’ opinions on the factors responsible for the formation
of privatization. Teachers seem to agree that one of the factors responsible for
privatizing education is staff shortages in public education. According to our
findings also important factors are the lack of infrastructure, the parents' distrust
in public education, the underfunding of public education, finally yet importantly,
the privileged framework of shadow education in Greece are factors responsible
for the colonization of public education leading governments and other key
private and not-for-profit actors to create policy discourses and environments
supportive of market incursions into public education through the process of
privatization. In conclusion, this approach offers a new interesting causal
interpretive framework of meanings, ideas, theory and praxis inside and outside
the modern Greek classroom.

It is the representation of a
magical world named Chima, which is inhabited by 12 tribes of anthropomorphic
animals. In the view of the authors, the Lego Legends of Chima is a particular
phenomenon of the fluid conceptualization of values and codes that are experienced
by contemporary children. The analysis aims at highlighting the power of Lego to
‘break’ the semantic mechanism ‘Bad vs Good’ and introduce to children a new
important mechanism where good and evil are simultaneously present. This refers to
an Eastern ‘Taoist’ mythology concerning the coexistence of good and evil.

Environmental Education (EE) has about 20 years of presence in the Greek educational system, but only
10 years in the Elementary School. During those years EE has had difficulties in finding its place in the
system due to the centralized and compartmentalized nature of the latter. Furthermore, the inter-
disciplinary nature of Environmental Education projects was difficult to find space in the existing strict
timetable. In 2001 has been released a new Curriculum, which emphasizes the need of a deeper and
better application of EE, but till today it has not been thoroughly embedded. As a result teachers find
themselves in the middle of a demanding Curriculum that allows the minimum space for Environmental
Education. In the present study we try to investigate Greek teachers’ attitudes and beliefs towards EE,
as these have been shaped the last ten years, through personal experiences either at schools or at
training seminars. More precisely we try to find out how they envisage the role of EE in the whole
educational process, whether they clearly understand its goal and objectives and, in their opinion, which
are the problems that a teacher has to face during the application of EE. In our research participated
257 teachers of the Greek Public Elementary Schools. For the purposes of our study we used a
questionnaire, which consisted of 21 questions — suggestions, and the teachers were asked to express
their degree of agreement to them. All the data we collected was analyzed by Factor Analysis.

This report is a response of Greece to the call by O.E.C.D. to participate in the Project ,,Overcoming
School Failure. Policies that work*" and follows the general guidelines of the O.E.C.D. project team. The
national advisory committee, appointed by the Minister of Education, has strived to depict, as
objectively as possible, the features of a system which is rapidly changing due to external and internal
forces and challenges. On the other hand, because of the global financial crisis that has seriously
affected Greece, this is a time when many consider that what matters today in education is, above all,
efficiency. Yet while the present government is obliged to respond to efficiency demands, issues of equity
are not outside of its concerns. However, in Greece, the general trend continues to be on improving the
system as a whole, and it is the case that there hasn“t ever been an ample public space to debate
education from the point of view of equity and justice. We hope that this report and the resulting
O.E.C.D. publication will contribute towards articulating values and practices of equity in education with
concerns of improving the educational services provided. Moreover, we believe that due to its currently
difficult condition, Greece has an increased responsibility to send the message that equity in education
is not only a fundamental value of all democratic societies but also that investment of resources for
purposes of equity in periods of crisis is prudent. The Greek Education system is divided into four main
levels: Pre-primary education and care provision, Compulsory education, Post-compulsory-Upper
Secondary and Post-secondary level, and Higher Education. Public and private sectors operate at all
levels of the system, except the university level, which consists exclusively of state institutions. The
private sector is small while the majority of school age pupils attend schools in the public sector.
Compulsory education covers the age from 5 to 15 year-old pupils. Apart from the central state, the
local authorities (municipalities) provide child-care, including pre-primary classes for 4 year old children,
which is free of charge though parents may have to pay some costs, mainly for meals. Public education
is free of charge at all levels of the system, including university education, and for all types of education.
This means that central education authorities must provide financial resources, personnel and
textbooks/learning materials. Regional authorities also have some share of responsibility for the
infrastructure of schools in their region. In particular, the main expenses refer to the teaching (and
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auxiliary) personnel, textbooks, infrastructure and operational expenses. Textbooks are provided free of
charge to all students within the formal (public) education system, including basic textbooks for students
in H.E. Teaching personnel are allocated according to annual central education planning, in cooperation
with the regional and local administrations. Personnel are drawn from the pool of teachers who besides
their formal qualification from H.E. Institutions have passed the specialised examination administered
by the Supreme Council for Civil Personnel Selection (ASEP). Personnel for H.E. though selected by the
institutions themselves are subject to the authorisation by the central education authorities, responsible
also for their salaries, as employees in the broader public sector. The administrative control of the
system is the responsibility of central educational authorities while measures have been taken in recent
years to devolve powers and responsibilities to the regional and local levels. Thirteen Regional
Educational Directories are responsible for the administration and supervision of the decentralised
services in their areas, as well as the coordination of local school advisers, advising teachers on
pedagogical aspects of their work. At the next level of the administrative structure Education
Directorates (in each prefecture) and District Offices provide administrative support, supervise
operation of area schools and facilitate co-ordination between schools. The role of the school-heads has
been redefined by a recent law, adapting to the emerging new model in governance, emphasising
autonomy but also accountability on the basis of state specified goals and outcomes. Though public
education is free of charge at all levels of the system, some peculiarities in the system may turn out to
be of vital importance when evaluating the system from the point of view of equity and justice in
education. Among them, the following are important: (a) The amounts of money from the family budget
spent for students" preparation, especially for the national examination for entry to H.E. Institutions
through out-of-school lessons. Out-of-school support becomes a means for parents from more privileged
social groups to help their children face competition and ensure the reproduction of their social
privileges. This long-standing and complex problem under the current financial crisis has undoubtedly
become a more pressing equity issue. (b) The fees paid by students attending the post-secondary, non-
tertiary sector of public and private Institutes of Vocational Training (I.E.K.). This is a sector apparently
providing more choices for young people, and a sector where, one suspects, the overwhelming majority
of young students come from lower socio-economic backgrounds and working class and migrant
families. Because of lack of data about I.E.K., the Ministry of Education has recently begun to
commission relevant studies. (c) Pre-primary education provision for children of the cohort 4-5 year of
age, a large percentage of which remains outside the formal education system under the Ministry of
Education. This raises questions regarding possible differential treatment of individual pupils from
various social groups due to differences in quality of services offered by alternative providers, including
municipal authorities. (d) The delays in the reviewing of Remedial Teaching programmes (Evi{ogntkn
Abalkaldia (E.D.)) and of Additional Teaching Support Programmes (P.D.S.), which were established
previously, to combat inequalities in education for children of vulnerable groups attending pre-primary,
primary and secondary schools, and which have gradually lost support. Some new experiments, initiated
by the Ministry of Education, to offer teaching support to all students by taking advantage of
developments in educational technology, while highly innovative, might be limited by assumptions that
educational technology is socially neutral. (e) The lack of research as well as effective policies to support
students and their families at turning points in the system which are crucial for their educational career
and future prospects. This is particularly the case for students moving from compulsory education to the
two main strands of Lyceum (General and Technical-Vocational) and/or other paths available in the
system as detailed in the main report. Causes for concern are the fact that any new action on counseling
and vocational guidance depends on Operational Programmes (previously the EPEAEK and now the
National Strategic Reference Framework (NSRF)), that is European funds which by their very nature are
of short term duration; plus the fact that such services do not cover the totality of schools in the country,
and there is lacking an up to date legislative framework to ensure the continuous functioning of the
system. Concerning recent efforts to combat inequalities in and through education, since 2007 a new
generation of large scale Projects have been implemented, funded by the European Social Fund and
National Resources, as part of the NSRF (2007-2013). These cover the following: (a) Cross-cultural
schools and cross-cultural education in the mainstream schools. (b) The education of ROMA children,
specifically. (c) The Muslim Minority children in the area of Thrace. During the last year or so there has
been an effort to subsume all three of the above programmes under the general umbrella of Zones of
Educational Priorities (Z.E.P.), a programme aiming to direct resources to students and regions with the
greatest needs. Its scope is national, and beneficiaries are students in pre-primary, primary and
secondary education. The programme aims to confront the problem of social and regional inequalities
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in education by supporting and strengthening the regions and the social groups that are most in need.
As described in the report, this is the first time that native Greeks facing socio-economic disadvantages
will be included in the targeted populations (that is in addition to the three specific populations, the
main targets of policy up until now: ROMA, immigrants, Muslim Minority). Policies developed by the
Greek educational authorities and practices crystallized within the school system during the last 20 years
or so have been responses to European Educational Policies. The main drive for change has been the
mechanism of European funding, according to priorities of the European Union for all member states of
the Union. Membership to the E.U. accrued considerable benefits to the Greek education system. Special
education for people with disabilities, cross-cultural education, The Muslim Minority education, the
piloting and consolidating of all-day schools, structures and practices for supporting children from
vulnerable groups in mainstream schools, counseling and vocational guidance services were policy areas
directly related to European initiatives and funding. Arguably, a shift in policy is gradually taking place,
reflecting conceptions and trends in the E.U. This is from designated populations (Minority, Repatriated,
Migrant, ROMA) to focusing on disadvantaged schools within poor regions and hopefully in the future
on individual disadvantaged schools outside of such regions, based on use of elaborate indicators .We
believe that this shift has the potential to address head-on the problem of identifying and supporting
the disadvantaged, in the interest of children of vulnerable groups in the country and the Greek society
as a whole.

Unemployment and especially youth unemployment is one of the most urgent and gloomy issues in the
European Union. In the case of Greece, in particular, this phenomenon is closely linked to the financial,
fiscal and debt crisis creating extremely negative conditions and prospects for the Greek economy and
society This chapter highlights key issues of the current situation concerning unemployment and
especially youth unemployment in Greece, depicting the reality of vocational education and training
(initial and continuing). It also shows the diachronic ineffectiveness of policies concerning educational
and vocational training in Greece. Finally, the chapter proposes the context of a critical and institutional
framework for the development of a realistic policy for vocational training and education, with a view
to ensuring social cohesion in times of crisis.

In modern post-industrial globalized society, in an era of major technological, digital and scientific
achievements, and at the same time a society of great contradictions, problems and conflicts, the
unemployment phenomenon, which affects young people to a greater extent, is exacerbated. Greece is
the country that was affected more than any other country in southern Europe by the multiple effects
of the economic crisis, which among others catapulted youth unemployment to unprecedented levels.
This chapter presents a research on attitudes analysis of male and female students of higher education
in Greece towards unemployment as a social phenomenon, towards stereotypical positions on
unemployment, but also towards the ways and forms of the research phenomenon configuration.
Subsequently, this research attempts to record, analyze and interpret the students’ attitudes towards
the Greek welfare state, thoroughly studying the correlations of all the above data.

Given the current state of play in Greek economy and society where the ongoing Recession prevails and
its impact over-determines adulthood and young people’ life course, things seem even worse. Facing a
discouraged and devastated reality, substantially reflecting on every key aspect of their life course,
young people in Greece become increasingly frustrated, pessimistic and even angry. Their trust in social
and political institutions is gradually collapsing, resulting in a crystal clear ideological alienation, that
affects their political behavior. Lack of prospects, hopeless job- seeking in a disjointed labour- market,
social exclusion (even not perceived as such, due to the extent of social vulnerability), ineffective training
and severe cuts in the welfare provisions define their present and undermine their future. Not
surprisingly, the abovementioned result in a deepened and extended discrediting of the political system
and the political personnel. The insecurity and uncertainty, among young people, deconstructs the
framework of standard biography of numerous young people in Greece, while the long-lasting Crisis
and the subsequent Recession limits their future prospects and over-determines their choices, especially
of the ones being unwillingly isolated from every major Welfare Provision and the Labour Market (let
alone the long- term unemployed ones), trapped in daily stress and relying almost exclusively on family
(in many cases, a family “squished” in terms of available resources). Indeed, this is a deadlock, affecting
self-esteem and maximizing pessimism and anger. Not surprisingly, young people’s survival strategies
mainly include (any) job seeking and migrating abroad, which might probably further increase the
existing brain drain. The combination of social vulnerability and pessimism results in both an
individualized multi-level withdrawal and a broader institutional disengagement, transformed into a
vicious circle of degradation. Social vulnerability piled upon social exclusion combined with the widening
of socio-economic disparities and inequalities directly threatens social cohesion and eventually feed-
backs social exclusion. Given all the abovementioned (including the increasing intergenerational
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transmission of poverty that deepens socio- economic inequalities among youth), the social cohesion is
at great risk in Greece.

The Erasmus+ programme was launched in 2014 with the main objective to enhance
internationalization of youth educational and training activities across Europe. The implementation of
the EU central policies on socio-economic growth, youth development, employment and innovation is
at the heart of every educational initiative included under the Erasmus+ actions. The purpose of this
mid-term evaluation report is to offer insights on the implementation of Erasmus+ actions in Greece, to
trace possible obstacles and to propose possible courses of action in order to further enhance the
Erasmus+ goals and objectives. This evaluation report has been ordered by the Greek Ministry of
Education, Research and Religious Affairs based on the requirement set at Article 21.4 of the Erasmus+
Regulation and was prepared by an assigned Committee. The evaluation is based on a methodology
including: desk research design of questionnaires, on-line survey and analysis of responses, quantitative
as well as qualitative assessment. All material was analyzed and cross-referenced in order to respond
to questions related to the five criteria that were described in the mid-term evaluation report guidelines.
The report thus includes five thematic areas of interest: A. Effectiveness of Erasmus+ implementation.
Effectiveness was addressed with reference to different educational sectors (higher education,
secondary education, life-long learning, training etc.). Certain key points to the implementation of
specific objectives were pointed out and relevant recommendations were made in order to address
obstacles and to achieve fuller implementation. Obstaclesmost commonly traced include: human
resources deficit, , lack on the part of the beneficiaries (i.e. teachers) of the skills necessary for dealing
with the administrative and economic management and bureaucratic requirements. B. Efficiency.
Evaluation was in general terms positive in areas that concerned the collaboration between different
authorities and the synergies between different Erasmus+ actions. Certain Issues emerged that were
related to the administrative burden of beneficiaries, the deficit of human resources and the need for
an increase of grants in order to counter-act the effect of the fiscal crisis particularly on student-
beneficiaries. C. Relevance. Most Erasmus+ actions are evaluated as relevant to the educational needs
of contemporary youth, as these needs are determined by the current socio-economic context at a
European level. Relevance to the refugee crisis in Greece was highlighted in many responses by
informants and stakeholders. It seems that the Online Linguistic Support for Refugees has proved
extremely relevant. Further Erasmus+ actions related to refugee students and populations in general
should be planned and implemented. D. Internal and external coherence and complementarity.
Complementarity of many diverse actions under the umbrella of the Erasmus+ is evaluated as very
positive as it creates added value in terms of promoting internationalization at a European level. The
degree of coherence was also positively evaluated as KAs have discrete areas of intervention and do not
overlap or contradict. E. European added value and sustainability. The added value of the Erasmus+
programme is across the board acknowledged. Under the current socio-economic European context, the
sustainability of the Erasmus+ is of vital importance for the implementation of European democratic
policies as a whole. Finally, this mid-term evaluation report includes a very substantial section of
recommendations. These recommendations address many different areas and components of the
Erasmus+ programme. They concern: communication and dissemination of information, strengthening
the bonds between Erasmus+ goals and economic development, synergy between Erasmus+ actions and
civic societal sectors, operation of the NA, the human and fiscal resources and their allocation.

The brain drain
phenomenon mainly refers to the migration of well-educated and talented people such as researchers,
academics, skilled professionals as well as students. As a result, skilled international migration
undermines the development of the country, which is impossible to be accomplished without knowledge.
The research was conducted at the students of the Pedagogical School of the Aristotle University of
Thessaloniki and the fundamental research question of this paper is whether young scientists will
emigrate nowadays and what their views are on the issue of brain drain.

The research leading to several of the results presented in the present paper has received funding from
